Current efforts:  Position papers on GPS Redundancy; Privacy and Security Issues Associated with Remote Sensing and other Space-based Assets; Launch Vehicles; National Aviation Safety; STEM – A Real Concern; Breaking Dependence on Fossil Fuels; Upgrading the National Airspace System – Software Complexity Issues; Surface Transportation and Infrastructure; Countering Near-Earth Objects; GPS-enabled Crash Avoidance; and Sequestration.
